
Genesis 9:8-15, 1 Peter 3:18-22, 
Mark 1:12-15 

 
FOCUS: We are the people of the New Covenant. 

 
Many people are familiar with contracts, but not so familiar with covenants.  The 
readings from Scripture for the first Sunday of Lent center around the idea of 
covenant.  A mortgage is a contract.  A business arrangement for the supply of goods 
or services at a fixed price is a contract.  A binding agreement between two or more 
persons or parties, usually after bargaining to do or not to do something, is a 
contract.  Labor unions use collective bargaining and enter into contracts with their 
employers; these are perhaps the contracts best known to us. 
 
There is a difference between a contract and a covenant.  A covenant does not 
involve bargaining.  God himself takes the initiative in a covenant, always to the 
great benefit of those who believe in him.  The Hebrew Scriptures extol three 
principal covenants between God and his people.  The first of these covenants is 
described in today’s first lesson.  The Book of Genesis records God’s promise to Noah, 
“Never again shall all bodily creatures be destroyed by the waters of a flood.”  Then 
the rainbow is cited “to serve as a sign of the covenant” between God and Noah and 
his descendants.  We realize that the Book of Genesis was using a pre-history story 
shared by pagan nations; that people of those times were unaware of the laws of the 
refraction of light; and that there is a purely natural explanation for the rainbow.  
Genesis used this visible phenomenon to teach us about God. 
 
The second Old Testament covenant was the one God made with Abraham, the 
father of the Jewish race and “our father in the faith.”  God said to Abraham, “I will 
make of you a great nation”  (Gen 12:2).  The sign of this covenant was the 
circumcision of all males born into it.  Yet, a third covenant was the circumcision of 
all males born into it.  Yet, a third covenant made with the Hebrews was the one 
made with Moses at Mount Sinai after the escape from Egypt.  God said, “I will be 
your God, and you will be my people” (Lev 26:12).  The keeping of the Sabbath was 
to be the sign of this covenant” is found throughout the Old Testament Scriptures. 
 
At the Last Supper, Jesus spoke most solemnly about a covenant in the awesome 
words you hear at every Eucharist: “This is my body which will be given up for 
you…. This is the cup of my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting covenant.  It 
will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be forgiven.”  Hear those words 
again:  a new covenant, and everlasting covenant, and the sign of it is the very Blood 
of the Son of God, so that our sins may be forgiven!  Peter reminds us in the second 
reading that the water of Baptism admitted us into this privileged covenant, just as 
in the days of Noah water saved those who were in the ark. 
 
This is what we are given to reflect upon at the outset of holy Lent.  We, the 
baptized and confirmed, we who participate in the Eucharist, were invited to reform 
our lives and believe in the Good News or to remember that we are dust and will 
return to dust.  These were exhortations to give a new beginning to our baptismal 
vows and an improvement in their observance.  Lent is a time to exercise our 
spiritual muscle in order to become stronger in the practice of the faith.  What we do 



during this Lenten season, whether it be attending daily Mass or visiting the sick 
and the elderly more often or foregoing some special pleasure, is important, but not 
the only thing which is important.  Essential to Lent is our resolve to begin anew to 
realize that we are people of the New and Everlasting Covenant in Christ’s Blood

The 
preparation time evolved into a season that all Christians observed -- preparing 
themselves for the observance and remembering of the crucifixion, death, and 
resurrection of Christ.
