
Hosea 6: 1-6 
Luke 18: 9-14 

 
 

FOCUS: “It is mercy I desire and not sacrifice.” 
 

One might be taken aback at the attitude of the Pharisee in today’s Gospel.  
Basically he is telling God what a wonderfully devout person he is.  To 
paraphrase his thoughts, we might hear him saying,  
 
“Lord, I am sure glad that you created me as I am. Look at the rest of 
mankind.  They sin; I have not sinned in years.  They do not fast; but I sure 
do, twice a week.  They do not put money in the box for the upkeep of the 
Temple; but I give ten per cent just like you said to! Heck, Lord, look at that 
poor guy in the back of the Temple.  What gives him the right to even come in 
here?  He is a tax collector for the Romans.  He takes money from the poor 
and gives to the rich.  He is a person who obviously has forgotten what it 
means to be a child of yours!” 
 
Does this seem to be a harsh judgment on our part?  Perhaps the Pharisee 
prayed in the only way he knew. 
 
From his demeanor it is obvious that the tax collector sought to return to the 
Lord.  He had a heart, contrite and humble, as he prayed in the Lord’s house.  
He sought God’s mercy as he admitted his sinfulness, and we hear from 
Jesus, “The latter went home justified, not the former.” 
 
The Lord said it so clearly, “It is mercy that I desire, not sacrifice.”  Is our 
attitude that of the Pharisee or the tax collector?  Have we accomplished all 
that we set out to do during this season?  Have we been full of mercy and 
reached out to those in need of our help?  Have we been reconciled with 
anyone this year?  Have we sought out others to bring them back to the Lord?  
Have we allowed the mercy of God to really help us during these past few 
weeks? 
 
We have plenty of time left during this season.  May we be like the tax 
collector and return from Church this morning justified as we continue to 
seek the Lord.  May the Lord assist us in our journey and may he bless us 
with his mercy.
