
Deuteronomy 4: 32-34, 39-40, 
Romans 8: 14-17, Matthew 28: 16-20 

 
FOCUS:  Glory to the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit; to God who is, who was, 

and is to come. 
 

In today’s Gospel, as Jesus prepares to ascend into heaven, his disciples 
undoubtedly wonder if they will ever see or experience him again.  In today’s 
first reading, Moses reminds the Israelites that God did not abandon them in 
Egypt; likewise, in the Gospel, Matthew assures the disciples that Jesus will not 
abandon his followers.  After all, Jesus is Emmanuel—God is with us.  Jesus tells 
his disciples that he is with them always until the end of the age.  
 
Some might make Christ’s assurance that he is still among us and that he will 
come again, into  an excuse to do nothing or to remain complacent.  This would 
be wrong!  Christ has given us a mission, a command to go out and to be his 
witnesses to all the nations, to teach them to observe all that he commanded.  
He instructs his disciples to baptize all the nations in the name of the Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit.  It is the desire of Jesus that all people be incorporated into 
the life of the Holy Trinity which is a family of love. 
 
Paul tells us what it is like to be incorporated into this family of the Trinity.  We 
have received the Holy Spirit which makes us children of God and which enables 
us to recognize our new relationship to God as we cry out, “Abba—Father!”  
Because we are children of God, we are now heirs with Jesus, our brother. 
 
As we go out to share the good news of new life in the  Trinity with our brothers 
and sisters, we will not be alone.  Jesus has promised that he is with us, and has 
sent the Holy Spirit to be our constant guide and a source of courage.  This Holy 
Spirit, whom we received at Baptism and Confirmation, dwells in the Church and 
in all who believe in him.  This Spirit consoles us, sustains us, and gives us the 
strength to carry out the command to make disciples of all the nations.

“ By profession I am a soldier and I take pride in that fact.  But I am 
prouder—infinitely prouder—to be a father …… 
 
It is my hope that my son, when I am gone, will remember me not from battle, but 
in the home, repeating with him our simple daily prayer, “Our Father, Who art in 
heaven …..” 
 
These are the words of one of the greatest soldiers of all time, General Douglas 
MacArthur.  It is obvious by these words that the gift, the joy, and the responsibility 
of fatherhood were important to him; so important that he would not accept them 
without the help of God. 
 
To be a father, to cooperate in the generation of human life, to assume the awesome 
responsibility of cherishing and nurturing the life of a child is a special gift from 
God.  It can be appreciated only by a man who has held in his calloused hands the 
tiny infant who is the product of his wife’s womb.  When a man sees for the first 
time the new life that he and his wife have helped to create, he can only stand in awe 
at how powerful and fragile is the love of God.  An infant.  How precious—how 
beautiful—how innocent—how special and unique—how frightening to those who 
realize that they have the power to give life. 
 
It is natural for every person to want to be a parent.  God gave that to us.  God 
made us in such a way that we would want to reproduce human life. We would want 
to pass on to someone else great and beautiful gift of life that was given to us.  The 
yearning to be a mother is part of every woman; the yearning to be a father is part 
of every man.  It is God’s way of sharing life.  It is God’s way of sharing love. 
 
What makes a man a father is his sharing in the reproduction of human life.  It is 
purely a physical act.  What makes a man a good father is his sharing in the 
reproduction of human love.  And that is a spiritual act—even if he doesn’t realize it 
or want to acknowledge it. 
 
The man who shares love with his child is someone who has come to understand his 
responsibility as a father.  He is passing on not just life, but the meaning of life.  He 
is sharing and teaching and living the mystery of  
creation; life that begets life and love that begets love. 
 
General MacArthur will be remembered as a great soldier, and history may possible 
forget that he was a father.  But his wisdom in understanding and appreciating his 
fatherhood sets him among the greatest of men.   
 
It is the good father who knows what values his children need and is willing to spend 
himself in teaching them.  It is the wise father who realizes that he needs to be in 
touch with his God so that he can be in touch with his children.
