
Isaiah 55: 1-3,  
Romans 8:35, 37-39 
Matthew 14: 13-21 

 
FOCUS: Jesus fulfills the needs of body and soul. 
 
Can you imagine a time in your life when all your needs will be met and you will experience a sense of 
fulfillment?  We may wonder if such a time will ever come. Meanwhile, we go about our daily routines, 
we work, and we care for ourselves or our families.  Sometimes life can bring us serious worries, but 
today’s Gospel reminds us that there are moments of anticipatory joy of what will one day be forever.   
 
Today’s Gospel celebrates a future moment now, and recalls a moment from the past as Jesus feeds 
those reclining as if they were at a banquet.  This event is not as much about fulfilling the physical 
needs of the people as it is about revealing to them the coming of the kingdom of God.  Those who 
experience this miracle of the loaves and the fish are privileged to experience something far greater 
than an unusual meal – the very power  of God’s working in their midst.  Such a sense of God’s care 
for them parallels the feeding of the people in the wilderness in the Old Testament.  This vast crowd is 
also in a deserted place.  Their hunger for food is as real as that of the Israelites in the desert .  Their 
need for hope, that one day they will feast in God’s kingdom, is also as real.  Today, through Jesus, 
God’s people are satisfied and have their fill. 
 
The abundant blessings which Jesus gave to those who followed him set a tone for his ministry.  Jesus 
served others with compassion and love; he did not come to be served.  His power of authority did not 
lead to intimidation and domination over others, but to a heightened sensitivity to the needs of all.  
After all, Jesus came to restore the reign of God in the lives of God’s people.  He fed the bodies of the 
people, more importantly, he fed their spirits. 
 
For us, two thousand years removed, we might ask what does this event have to do with us?  Paul 
reminds us that nothing, certainly not time, can separate us from the unconditional love that the Lord 
has for each and every one of us.  The love and care Jesus had for those present on the seashore is the 
same love and care he has for us today.  We celebrate that fact now as we gather around the Lord’s 
table and are fed with his Body and Blood.  What we celebrate now anticipates what we will be 
celebrating in the life to come in the kingdom of God. 
 
As we journey to the kingdom, we do so imitating the compassion and love Jesus modeled for us.  Like 
Jesus, we are to be attentive to those who hunger, suffer, and search for hope.  We are to hear the cry 
of the poor and serve them as Jesus would do.  We are to remove all barriers to the love of God 
working in and through us, for we believe that in serving others, we are serving God.

Liturgical Ministers  
If you can serve in our parish as a Minister of Eucharist, a Proclaimer, a Music Minister, an 
Usher or a Host Family Member, please attend one of our Liturgical workshops.  There is going 
to be one held on Thursday Aug 22nd, and one on Monday, Aug 26th.  Both will be held here at 
MHT at 1900 hours.  These are intended primarily for new Liturgical Ministers, but all those in 
our ministries are encouraged to attend as a refresher. 
 
Description of our Ministries: 
 
Minister of Eucharist – Shares in the ministry of sharing the Body and Blood of Christ at Mass, 
at a Communion Service, or bringing Communion to the sick. 
 
Proclaimer – Shares in the ministry of bringing God’s word to his people by proclaiming the 
Scripture at Mass. 
 
Music Minister – Shares in the ministry of leading prayer at Mass by cantoring, singing with the 
choir, or playing an instrument. 
 



Usher – Shares in the ministry of hospitality by welcoming people to our liturgy, assisting them 
to find a seat, and to help with any other logistical issues. Ensuring that everyone has a songbook 
and a parish bulletin; counting the collection after Mass. 
Host Family – Shares in the ministry of preparing the worship space by vesting the altar, 
preparing the gifts of bread and wine, and assisting the celebrant of the Mass.  A host family can 
consist of anyone, married or single, adult, teen, or child. 
Servers – Shares in the ministry of acolyte by caring candles
