The Environmental Management Division (EMD) is responsible for preserving and protecting the natural resources of West Point.  The EMD affects this stewardship through four fundamental pillars: Restoration, Compliance, Prevention and Conservation. 
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EMB

Mr. Joseph Shandling, x3224

The Environmental Management Branch (EMB) oversees environ-mental programs related to the Compliance and Restoration Pillar.  The EMB provides regulatory oversight and technical expertise to ensure regulatory compliance and preserve the environment.  The EMB programs are as follows:

Drinking Water - Ensures ascetically acceptable potable water through regulatory monitoring, cross connection control, laboratory analysis and water conservation initiatives.
Radon - Monitors indoor radon levels to meet Army and EPA standards.

Spill Response - Investigates and provide regulatory oversight for remediation of hazardous materials and petroleum products releases.

Environmental Noise - Monitors ongoing activities to promote environmental tranquillity.

NEPA – EMD and EPSD personnel review proposals to help avoid adverse environmental effects.

Water Pollution - Ensures our actions do not degrade our lakes, streams and wetlands.

Site Restoration - Manages clean-up and restore sites of past pollution.

ECAS and Inspections - Internal and external spot checks to promote compliance.

Asbestos and Lead Based Paint - Regulatory oversight to ensure mitigation of these products. 

Air Pollution - Control of air emission to help promote a healthier environment.

USTs - Management of hazardous materials which could pollute our groundwater.

Stormwater - Control of stormwater run off, reducing the pollution of our streams and lakes.

EPCRA - Tracks the storage and use of hazardous materials to help prevent spills.

Hazardous Waste - Regulatory oversight to ensure proper handling, storage and disposal.

Pollution Prevention - Reviews activities to reduce pollution through process modifications, source substitution or management practices.


Solid Waste Management

Mr. Frank Piccone, x4074

The Solid Waste Management Branch (SWMB) provides labor and equipment to perform the following environmental functions:

Spill Response - Provides spill response and clean-up capability for small to moderate releases of hazardous materials.

Solid Waste - Manages collection of all solid waste (municipal, construction debris, landscaping)

Hazardous Waste - Manages collection and disposal of hazardous materials and hazardous wastes.  

Hazardous Material Abatement - Inspects, contains and/or removes asbestos and lead based paint (LBP) from buildings.

Recycling - Manages disposal and/or sale of all recyclable material for the purpose of reducing solid waste and generating revenue to support the program.


ITAM

The Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) program works to achieve optimum sustainable use of training lands.  ITAM inventories and monitors training land condition and performs land rehabilitation where needed.  The program also educates land users to conduct their activities in a way that minimizes adverse impacts.
