BOAT (RB-15) MOVEMENT

CONDITIONS
1. Given a 9-member Sandhurst squad with individual and squad equipment, one RB-15, 9 x individual paddles, 9 x life preserver and a prescribed slalom course to navigate.  

STANDARDS
2. The entire squad will move to the briefing area, receive the”all clear” command, and then be given the site in-brief by the CIC.  The squad will then move to the preparation site and prepare all personnel, equipment, and the RB-15 for movement.  The squad will then move the RB-15 to the ready line for inspection.  After the squad has cleared the inspection site, they will be given the command “GO” and their time will start.  The squad must navigate the RB-15 through the slalom course to the finish point while observing all safety regulations as outlined by the Site CIC.  

TRAINING EVALUATION AND INFORMATION

3. 
At the preparation site all personnel must get in the water-borne uniform. The water-borne uniform is defined as:

-Top button of blouse buttoned

-Trousers unbloused

- LCE unbuckled

- Life preserver on and fastened

- Individual weapon slung across the back

Radio waterproofed. Plastic bags and 100 MPH tape will be  available on site.  Use of waterproof bag is authorized. 

All rucksacks secured to the RB-15 with a snap link.  

RB-15 equipment:
1 x RB-15 (site equipment)

9 x individual paddles (site equipment)

9 x individual preserver (site equipment)

Plastic bags and tape of waterproofing (if needed)

Note:  All individual equipment will be carried in/on the RB-15

4.
On the command ‘GO’, the squad will place the RB-15 in the water without dragging the RB-15 on the ground.  All squad members will have their weapons slung across the back.  The squad will board the RB-15 and paddle on the prescribed course, around the buoys and then to a finish point, ensuring all personnel and equipment are maintained inside the RB-15.  While loading and unloading near the shore squad members feet may enter the water, feet may also drag in the water while the RB-15 is being navigated through the course.  All safety regulations IAW guidance received by site CIC are to be strictly adhered too.

5. 
The RB-15 must be carried at all times when moving across land.

Safe execution of this event is the number one priority.
