ANNEX M

SPECTATORS AND VISITORS’ CENTER
1.   A Visitors’ Center will be set uplocated on the edge of the Plain near the Finish Line.   The intent is to provide an information and briefing location, which will assist in the smooth running of the competition, help to maintain the safety of cadets and civilians and ensure that spectator involvementment can be maximized.  Additional services to be considered will be a concessionary stand , which will include food and refreshments and a gift shop.  All spectatators are to be encouraged to visit this location and to support the event during the actual competition, but they will limit their support to verbal encouragement only.  No form of physical support or interference with any squad will be permitted.   Running with, but not amongst, the squad is allowed.

2.   Spectators may view any site subject to certain restrictions (see para 3).  Sites will have a marked spectator area as the terrain allows.

3.   Unsuitable Spectators Areas:

a.   Rappel Site at Redoubt 4.   Spectators may only approach the site from Goethals trail.  All personnel must stay within the taped area.

b.   Range 11.  This is the Start Point and the location may be visited, but POVs are not permitted past the range entry point.   Do not park on Route 293.

c.   Goethals Trail.   At certain times during the competition, squads will follow Goethals Trail.   This trail also provides the only vehicle access to the Wall Obstacle (Site 7).  Spectators moving to the Wall Obstacle will give competitors the right-of-way.   POVs are not permitted on Goethals Trail beyond the entrance to Redoubt #4.

d.   River Crossing Site.   Do not park on Route 9W.   Parking will be available inside the range/training area gate at WA 84328152.   Route 9W should only be crossed on foot using the pedestrian bridge.

4.   Spectator Buses.  The Bde CSM is to co-ordinate the booking of spectator buses through the USMA TMP.  Bus routes and timings will be published nearer the date of the Competition, and publicised in the ‘Pointer View’.   In outline, buses will run from designated parking at Buffalo Soldier Field to the Supe’s Box and from there on a circuit Washington Gate, Site 1 Start, Site 5 Grenades, Site 6 River Crossing, Stony Lonesome Gate, Site 8 Rappel, Finish area - in a continouous loop from approx 0600-1530.

5.  The nominated event PAO is responsible for ensuring all competition information useful to spectators is available on the event website as early as possible.
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
