ANNEX O

ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTIONS
1.   General.   NCOIC Sandhurst, MSG Kennedy, DMI, is responsible for coordinating all aspects of administration, through the S-4 DMI and Cadet S-4, including the dress rehearsal on 19 Apr 03.   The Brigade Staff and the Sandhurst Regt CICs will be responsible for the administration of training for Sandhurst, although MSG Kennedy will also provide some central coordination of resources as required.

2.   Personal Dress and Equipment.


a.   Teams.   See Annex B.

b.   Support Personnel.   BDUs with soft cap, carrying field jackets as necessary.   Support personnel for Range 5 (Site 4) are to wear helmets.


c.   Spectators.   BDUs with soft cap.

3.   Stores and Equipment.   The provisional stores list for the Sandhurst Competition is at Appendix 1, and includes requirements for both teams and sites, and dates for issue.   It will be revised as necessary by NCOIC Sandhurst in conjunction with OIC Warehouse.   Regts will be issued equipment to allow 11 cadets per team to train (this includes the 2 alternates).  Items that need DX are to be coordinated by and through the Brigade Supply Officer with the OIC Warehouse.

4.   Ammunition.   A total of 4500 x  5.56 mm ammunition is available for each participating team in the Sandhurst Competition.   

5.   Weapons.


a.   Teams are to carry one M16 rifle per cadet.

b.   MSG Kennedy is to liaise closely with the armory to ensure an efficient and flexible system of drawing weapons, for both training and on the day of the competition.

6.   Transportation.   See Appendix 2.

Water.   MSG Kennedy is to position 3 water buffaloes at Sites 1 (Start), 5 (Grenade) and Site 7(Wall).   All other sites are to have 5 full water cans available for teams to replenish water bottles.

8.   Feeding.   The Sandhurst Bde S-4 is to arrange for box lunches for all site support personnel on both the rehearsal and competition days.   Regimental Sergeant Majors are to coordinate their requirements through the Brigade S-4  in order to ensure that  arrangements are made to feed teams who participate over the regular meal times.   The Regt CICs are to arrange for drinks to be available for their teams at the Finish Area throughout the day.

9.   Latrines.   MSG Kennedy is to arrange for temporary latrines at each site.

10.  Security and Accounting Procedures.   All ranks are to remain vigilant and take necessary precautions with the safety and security of weapons, ammunition and equipment. 

The correct accounting procedures are to be conducted by the Cadet Regimental chain of command and are to be enforced by the CIC for the Competition. 
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
